Comfort to the Mourning

The Word of God addresses the subject of human sorrow, because God cares! He is a loving and wonderful God – and He never planned it to be like this. He did not plan for human beings to have to mourn (grieve, express grief, weep for, grieve over, grieve for).

The prophet Isaiah wrote prophetically when he wrote:

Isaiah 61:1   The spirit of the Lord GOD [is] upon me; because the LORD hath anointed me to preach good tidings unto the meek; he hath sent me to bind up the brokenhearted, to proclaim liberty to the captives, and the opening of the prison to [them that are] bound;  

61:2   To proclaim the acceptable year of the LORD, and the day of vengeance of our God; to comfort all that mourn;  

61:3   To appoint unto them that mourn in Zion, to give unto them beauty (loveliness, good looks, prettiness) for ashes (ruins, remains), the oil of joy (delight, happiness, pleasure, enjoyment, bliss) for mourning, the garment of praise for the spirit of heaviness (weight, weightiness); that they might be called trees of righteousness, the planting of the LORD, that he might be glorified.
God created us to be happy and for His Glory!

God promises that your mourning will come to an end: 

Isaiah 60:20   Thy sun shall no more go down; neither shall thy moon withdraw itself: for the LORD shall be thine everlasting light, and the days of thy mourning shall be ended.  
The prophecy in Isaiah was fulfilled in Jesus!:
Luke 4:16   And he came to Nazareth, where he had been brought up: and, as his custom was, he went into the synagogue on the sabbath day, and stood up for to read.  

4:17   And there was delivered unto him the book of the prophet Esaias. And when he had opened the book, he found the place where it was written,  

4:18   The Spirit of the Lord [is] upon me, because he hath anointed me to preach the gospel to the poor; he hath sent me to heal the brokenhearted, to preach deliverance to the captives, and recovering of sight to the blind, to set at liberty them that are bruised,  

4:19   To preach the acceptable year of the Lord.  

4:20   And he closed the book, and he gave [it] again to the minister, and sat down. And the eyes of all them that were in the synagogue were fastened on him.  

4:21   And he began to say unto them, This day is this scripture fulfilled in your ears.  
4:22   And all bare him witness, and wondered at the gracious words which proceeded out of his mouth.
NOTE: Jesus is the one that can give you all the things that are / were promised by God – Jesus can / will give you beauty, joy and praise! And, Jesus wants to make you (us) trees of righteousness.
Jesus himself said:

Matthew 5:4   Blessed [are] they that mourn: for they shall be comforted.  
Back to Isaiah:
Isaiah 40:1 Comfort ye, comfort ye my people, saith your God.

What does “comfort” mean?

As a NOUN:

	state of being comfortable: conditions in which somebody feels physically relaxed 

	  Enjoy the comfort of your own home.

	comfortable thing: something that makes you feel physically relaxed (often used in the plural) 

  the comforts of home

	3. 
	relief from pain: relief from pain or anxiety 

  They brought comfort to the wounded.


	4. 
	somebody or something providing relief: somebody or something that provides relief from pain or anxiety 

  The family has been such a comfort to me since my wife died.


	As a transitive verb (past and past participle com·fort·ed, present participle com·fort·ing, 3rd person present singular com·forts) 

1. 
cheer somebody: to bring somebody relief from distress or anxiety 

  The victim's parents were being comforted at home by relatives.
2. 
make somebody comfortable: to make somebody feel pleasantly relaxed 

  She was comforted by the warmth.
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NOTE: God promises to make you experience comfort. It is God’s will for people to experience comfort. 
If you accept Jesus as your Lord and Saviour comfort is inevitable – you must be comforted – and your comfort will, eventually be an eternal comfort: You will never again have to mourn. You will instead have joy.
Revelation 21:3   And I heard a great voice out of heaven saying, Behold, the tabernacle of God [is] with men, and he will dwell with them, and they shall be his people, and God himself shall be with them, [and be] their God.  

21:4   And God shall wipe away all tears from their eyes; and there shall be no more death, neither sorrow, nor crying, neither shall there be any more pain: for the former things are passed away.  

21:5   And he that sat upon the throne said, Behold, I make all things new. (1st part)
Only Jesus can give you real joy. Only Jesus can give you true comfort. 
Only Jesus can put an end to mourning - FOREVER.
